This smooth, fresh wine reveals all the loving care lavished 

on this vineyard with its historic charm. 

 

Soil: Clayey-limestone hillside and siliceous feet of coast  

Area: 22 hectares 

Varietals: Merlot, Cabernet franc 

Winegrowing: Natural grass, mechanical weeding, manual 

thinning, leaf removal, manual harvest 

Winemaking: Plot selection in stainless vats, temperature 

control, pumping 

Aging: 14 to 16 months in French oak casks, of one or two 

years.

The « Cuvée privée du Château La Gaffelière 2012 » reveals 

an elegant woody and roasted nose. The fresh and silky 

mouth develops to finish on a fresh and persistent finale. This 

wine is perfecty structured and balanced. 
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
