Soil: Clayey-limestone hillside and siliceous feet of coast

Area: 36 hectares

Varietals: 85% Merlot, 15% Cabernet Franc

Vinegrowing: Natural grass, mechanical weeding, manual

thinning, leaf removal, manual harvest

Winemaking: Plot selection in vats, temperature control,

pumping

Aging: 12 months in French oak casks, of one year

great expression of its terroir and origin. It offers fruity and

crispy notes of morello cherries and violets. The attack is

supple with soft tannins. The good length is enhanced by

spicy flavors and finely woody notes.
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
